15/16 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
16/16 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – That the minutes of the meeting held on the 12 January 2016 should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

17/16 PURCHASING PLOT OF LAND ADJOINING MAIN STREET, FORMING PART OF BEECH LODGE - The Parish Council considered a contract offer to purchase a strip of land at Beech Lodge, Main Street, Etton at a nominal fee, subject to planning approval being granted for application 15/03493/OUT.  The Parish Council had previously agreed that it would not object to this planning application if the owner of 104 Main Street gifted the piece of land to the Council in order to prevent any future development at the land East of 104 Main Street and as long as the planning authority considered that building outside of the development limits would not set a precedent for future applications, on the grounds that the site had already been partially developed.  The Parish Council agreed that the majority of the residents in the village would wish to prevent the development of land East of 104 Main Street and would therefore support the purchase, but were concerned about any potential liability the Council may have for maintaining the land and wall, the extent to which purchasing the land offered would actually prevent any future development on the site and the legal costs associated with the purchase.


Resolved - that the Parish Council would purchase the strip of land subject to the planning applicant agreeing to cover the Council’s legal costs and subject to appropriate professional advice.

18/16 TOUR DE YORKSHIRE - The Parish Council discussed options for celebrating the Tour de Yorkshire on the 29th April, including encouraging residents to display painted bicycles and creating visual displays that could be seen from the helicopters televising the race. 

Resolved - that this matter would be considered at the next Parish Council meeting.  
At the close of the meeting, the Parish Council discussed revised plans submitted for 94 Main Street, Etton.  In accordance with Standing Order 71, Councillors agreed that the Clerk should inform East Riding of Yorkshire Council that the Parish Council had no objection to the revision.
