ETTON PARISH COUNCIL
11 September 2017
PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Armstrong, Bell, Dicconson, Eggleston, Gibbs, Sleight, Yeo and Widd. 
Ward Councillors:  Councillor Pollard attended for Item 71/17
Clerk:  Alan Bravey.
There was one member of the public present.
The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton.

69/17 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
70/17 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – (i) that the minutes of the 10 July 2017 should be amended to correct the typographical error on 62/17, and to note at 62/17 that Councillor Sleight confirmed that Laburnum Farm could be used for the picnic subject to agreement of dates, and then approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
71/17 ISSUES RELATING TO EAST RIDING OF YORKSHIRE COUNCIL – It was noted that the two damage finger post signs had now been replaced.  The blackthorn bush was still to be cut back and the hedges on Main Street nearby Etton dykes were catching wing mirrors.    The work to install an additional gully on Chantry Lane, near the junction with Warter Road, was underway.
Resolved – (i) Councillor Pollard would enquire about the likely installation dates of road signage and road markings on the B1248 (ii) the Clerk would raise the hedge concerns with East Riding of Yorkshire Council (iii) the Clerk would inform ERYC when the Barn Conversion on Chantry Lane was completed, so that gully repair work could be carried out.
72/17 CLERK UPDATE – The community survey had highlighted problems with poor mobile phone reception and suggested this could perhaps be resolved by East Riding of Yorkshire Council.  However, the Council had commented that mobile phone signal was a commercial issue which they had very little control over.  The community defibrillator had been called upon again but not used. 
73/17 CORRESPONDENCE– Resolved – (i) that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

· ERYC - Confirming that replacement finger posts had been ordered

· ERYC – Advising that dog fouling restrictions apply in country lanes, bridle paths etc.
· ERYC - Adult Safeguarding Newsletter.

· ERYC -  Notice of a Dangerous and Dead Tree Application, 104 Main Street

· Northern Powergrid - Summary of power cuts in the village

· ERYC -  Invite to Code of Conduct Training, Beverley, 7pm, 2nd November

· ERYC -  Rural Strategy Document

· Yorkshire Water, Update on Damaged Manhole cover and clarity on equipment at the Mere

· Turners Trust - Applicants Requested for Cash Award

ii) that the details of the power cuts, mentioned in the community survey, should be included in the next community newsletter (iii) that ERYC should be requested to install a more resilient manhole cover (iv) that the overgrown beech tree opposite the Council bungalows should be reported to ERYC.
74/17 PLANNING MATTERS – It was noted that a planning application had been received which required a response prior to the Parish Council meeting.  In accordance with standing orders, the Clerk had consulted Councillors and submitted a no objection comment to planning application 17/01860/VAR High Farm 113 Main Street Etton East Riding Of Yorkshire HU17 7PG, Variation of Condition: 16 and Condition: 20 (Approved Plans) under Reference No: 14/03435/PLF (Conversion of farm buildings to two dwellings) to allow the erection of single storey extensions.  

Resolved - that the Parish Council had no objection to planning application 17/02777/PLF Higham House, 74A Main Street, Etton, East Riding Of Yorkshire, HU17 7PQ: Erection of a single storey extension to rear.
75/17 WAR MEMORIAL GARDEN – The meeting agreed that the renovated War Memorial Garden was a significant improvement and thanked all those involved.  It was noted that the wall at the gardens needed to be repointed, and that the lettering on the memorial needed to be repainted.  The flagstones around the memorial had been jet washed and it was noted that memorial itself could only be cleaned using specialist techniques. 

Resolved – (i) that the quote received for repointing the wall should be accepted (ii) that a quote should be obtained for re-painting the lettering. 
76/17 VILLAGE WALKABOUT UPDATE – 
Resolved – (i) That the Clerk would monitor the delivery of the schedule (ii) in particular that the state of village footpaths would be pursued and (iii) the Clerk would arrange to have the benches on Top Road and Dalton Road painted.
77/17 ETTON TELEPHONE BOX – Councillor Yeo mentioned the poor condition of Etton’s telephone box and reported that a recent newspaper article suggested that BT were due to dispose of a large number of boxes.  The Parish Council showed a willingness in adopting the telephone box to prevent its removal, but noted that doing so would result in the telephone line being disconnected.


Resolved – (i) That the Clerk would check when BT were due to refurbish the telephone box and check whether it was a listed building (ii) the Parish Council would consider adopting the box if it was notified by BT of a scheduled removal.

78/17 9 AUGUST RAINFALL – The heavy rainfall on the 9th August 2017 had resulted in mud and straw on roads and around gullies, but had not caused any flooding.  The Parish Council had requested ERYC to clean the roads and it was understood that a local resident had hired a street cleaner.  

79/17 DOG AND HORSE FOULING – The Parish Council discussed the continuing problem of dog and horse owners allowing their animals to foul in the Parish.  Particular problems were being caused by horse fouling on footpaths and by drives and dog fouling near to benches interfering with grass cutting.   

Resolved – (i) That a leaflet should be distributed to each resident asking for assistance in identifying dog owners who did not clean up after their dogs so that fines could be issued and (ii) that small signs be made for the areas near the benches.

80/17 CHURCH WALK REPAIRS – Resolved – (i) that the Council would accept the quote for repairing the damaged fence post on Church Walk and (ii) that the condition of path surface on Church Walk should be monitored.

81/17 NEIGHOURHOOD WATCH SIGNS – Resolved – (i) that the Clerk would arrange for Neighbourhood Watch signs to be installed on three lampposts in the village.
82/17 PARISH CHRISTMAS TREE – The meeting discussed reviving the tradition of siting a Parish Christmas Tree in the war memorial gardens.   It was agreed that a well-lit, reasonably sized tree in the heart of the village would be a welcome addition.  

Resolved – (i) That Councillor Holmes would approach Dalton Estate regarding the tree and that (ii) that Councillor Dicconson would enquire whether the Light Dragoon would like to make an event of switching on the lights.

83/17 VILLAGE VOLUNTEERS FOR COMMUNITY PROJECTS – Councillor Holmes suggested forming a small group of volunteers willing to carry out small maintenance projects in the village, such as tidying Church Walk.  A potential project might involve maintenance of the village ditches, although a recent report by East Riding of Yorkshire Council suggested this was not necessary.  It was noted that the Etton pit culvert, and the dyke across the pit, were key elements of the village drainage and required regular maintenance.


Resolved – (i) That Councillors Dicconson and Yeo would lead on the task force for community projects, beginning with Church Walk and (ii) the Clerk would check the ERYC drainage assessment with regards to the Etton pit culvert.  
84/17 – COMMUNITY NEWSLETTER   - Resolved – That the next community newsletter would be prepared in October / November and would include information on the various Christmas activities planned in the Parish, advice on dog fouling, updates from the Church, Village Hall and Processed Pea, advice on how to use broadband instead of wifi and other updates from the community review.
