ETTON PARISH COUNCIL
13 January 2020
PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Armstrong, Bell, Gibbs, Sleight, Stott, Widd and Wright.   
Apologies were submitted from Councillor Yeo and Ward Councillors Beaumont, Gateshill and Greenwood. 
Clerk:  Alan Bravey.
There were 7 members of the public present.  

The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton.

Public Questions

A resident asked a question about a gate on the Cherry Burton Road, which was answered by Councillor Sleight.  
1/20 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
2/20 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – that the minutes of the special  Parish Council meeting held on the 25th November should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
3/20 MAIN STREET DEVELOPMENT PROPOSAL – Two members of the public attended the meeting to consult the Parish Council on a proposed planning application not yet submitted, for constructing a house, wild flower meadow, ponds, wind turbines and solar panels on their field in Main Street.  The house would be a four bedroomed, dormer style property, built into the gradient of the field.  It was explained that that the proposal had been driven as a result of their growing apiary business and the need to be on site to attend to an increasing number of bee hives.  The applicants recognised that the site location was within a greenbelt, conversation area and outside of the development limits and that it would be difficult to get planning approval, but hoped that there would be support in developing a local business.  An original proposal of five affordable homes on the site, one of which would have been used for the apiary business, was no longer being considered.  
Parish Councillors felt strongly that building on greenbelt land, or any land outside of the village development limits should not be allowed.  It was considered that if the application was approved, developers would have the opportunity to purchase the land from the owners and amend the scheme to include many more properties on the site.  The applicants offered to restrict this by covenant.  Councillors also considered that the application would set a precedent for many other green spaces in the village to be opened to development, which would have a major detrimental impact on the nature and character of the village.  Councillors also raised concerns about the visual impact of turbines and solar panels and the suitability of the highway access to the site, and recognised public concern about flooding and drainage.  The applicants commented that access was in accordance with highways guidelines and that wind turbines and panels could be adapted in the application.     
Resolved – That the meeting should be temporarily suspended to allow members of the public to provide informal feedback to the Main Street development proposal.

4/20 RE-CONVENE MEETING FOLLOWING SUSPENSION – Resolved – To re-convene the meeting following temporary suspension.  
5/20 CLERK UPDATE – ERYC had installed two new bus stops as requested by the Parish Council, but had declined to install a stop to the East of the Village heading towards the Malton Road.  It was not clear why this had been rejected and so it was agreed that the Clerk would seek clarification.  ERYC had also advised that the road sign directing towards Etton Dykes from the B1248 was of a standard size, and would therefore not be increased in size.  Councillors commented that the sign was very easy to miss and that the sign directing towards Rootas Lane was much larger, giving a false impression that it was the main route into the village.  It was agreed that the Clerk would raise this with ERYC.  It was also agreed that the Clerk would investigate registering community assets and report to the next meeting. 
6/20 COUNCILLOR UPDATES – Councillor Holmes had received many positive comments on the Christmas tree and a resident had made a donation to cover the cost of purchase.  There was a discussion surrounding the payment of the electricity for the Christmas tree lights and the War Memorial.  It was agreed that Councillor Gibbs would write to thank those involved in installing and removing the tree.

Councillor Gibbs reported that the Heritage Lottery fund application for the pond restoration was progressing well and would be completed in the next couple of months.  A planning application to remove the willow trees would be submitted separately.  The project team had been advised that should the pond lining be found to be damaged, the works required to repair it would be prohibitively expensive and complex and this had therefore been excluded from the scope of the project.   

Councillor Armstrong advised that the Church has cut back the hedge on Church Walk, which had significantly improved the outlook of the area.  It was agreed that the Parish Newsletter could be used to invite residents to make a donation towards the costs, which had been considerable.  Councillor Armstrong also noted that a young resident in the village would be carrying out litter picking as part of their Duke of Edinburgh Award and that two volunteers from outside of the village had also been litter picking.  It was agreed that the Council note their thanks to residents kind enough to give their time in this way.

7/20 CORRESPONDENCE – Resolved – that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

8/20 UPATING THE WAR MEMORIAL PLAQUE TO COMMEMORATE THOSE WHO SERVED IN WORLD WAR 2 – In response to the public question raised on the 11th November, the Parish Council considered advice from the War Memorial Trust, which stated that a war memorial was a community asset and therefore it was a matter for the community to determine who should be commemorated.  It noted that there should usually be a consistency of approach taken to between the wars and that listed building consent was likely to be required.  

Resolved – i) that the Parish Council supported the proposal to update the War Memorial plaque to commemorate those who served in the Second World War ii) that Councillor Armstrong would research names and consistency to the approach taken for the existing names on the memorial iii) that the Community would be consulted through a future newsletter and iv) that the Clerk would submit a listed building planning application if required. 
9/20 DOG FOULING – The Council reviewed the dog fouling situation following the pro-active campaign in 2019.  It was felt that some parts of the village had seen an improvement, but that areas around Chantry Lane and to the East of Main Street had not.


Resolved – That Councillor Gibbs would investigate sourcing more permanent anti-dog fouling signs that residents could choose to display in their property.  
10/20 PARKING ON SLIP ROAD INTO ETTON – Resolved – the Clerk would raise the continuing reports by residents of parking on the slip road from the B1248 to Humberside Police.      

11/20 DECEMBER BUDGET MONITORING AND 2020/21 BUDGET AND PRECENT – Resolved – i) that the Council receives the December budget monitoring statement ii) that the proposed 2020/21 budget be approved and that iii) the Parish Council would submit a precept demand of £5536.30, which represented a 0% increase to local residents.
