ETTON PARISH COUNCIL
11 March 2019
PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Armstrong, Bell, Eggleston, Gibbs, Sleight, Yeo and Widd.

Apologies were received from Councillor Dicconson.

There was 1 member of the public present.

The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton at 19:22 on the rise of the Annual Assembly
14/19 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
15/19 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – that the minutes of the meeting held on the 14 January 2019 should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
16/19 ETTON POND UPDATE – A contractor provided the results of the chemical analysis of the silt taken from Etton Pond.  The silt would be classified as contaminated waste in terms of disposal, but it could be spread on adjacent arable fields and the analysis showed that it contained nutrients and would enrich local farmland.  However, it was noted that there were not suitable surrounding fields and in any event this would need to be done in October when the ideal time to clear out the silt would be Summer.  Councillor Holmes reported that he had met with a tree surgeon who had provided a quote to cut back the Willow trees as suggested by Yorkshire Wildlife Trust at the January meeting.

Resolved – that i) the Contractor would investigate whether there were any other options for storage or disposal of silt ii) the Clerk would investigate how other Parish Councils had disposed of silt iii) the Clerk would send details of the Yorkshire Water feedback to the Contractor and iv) the Parish Council would seek advice on a landscaping scheme for the surrounding trees.  

17/19 CLERK UPDATE – The Clerk advised that Orstead were not available to attend the Parish Council meeting, but that there was a local meeting at Lockington Village Hall on the 13th March.  The Parish Walkabout would take place on the 10th May at 9:45 outside of the Light Dragoon Inn.  A map of the existing bus stop signs had been provided by East Riding of Yorkshire Council. 

Resolved – i) that Parish Councillors would attend Orstead meeting and the Parish Walkabout where possible and ii) the Clerk would request additional bus stop signs to cater for the two services running through the village.  

18/19 FEEDBACK FROM COUNCILLORS – Councillor Yeo reported the poor condition of the footpath at the West end of the village, the state of disrepair of the Millenium Beacon and the concrete on the footpath on Chantry Lane.  ERYC had advised that the footpaths would be repaired following drainage improvement works which were due in the next financial year.  It was noted that the Chantry Lane footpath would be cleaned following completion of the works to the wall.  Councillor Widd agreed to repair the Beacon coat of arms, working with a resident to repair and Councillor Sleight to re-fix.    Councillor Armstrong reported further complaints from residents on dog fouling.  Councillor Holmes raised a concern that a new post box on Main Street, which closely resembled a Royal Mail post box, would confuse residents.  Feedback from Royal Mail was noted.

Resolved – i) that progress of any drainage improvement works should be monitored, ii) Councillor Widd would provide an update on the repairs to the Millenium Beacon at the next meeting iii) Councillor Sleight would speak to the Hunt about dog fouling and iv) the Clerk would write again to Royal Mail.

21/19 PLANNING APPLICATION – ERECTION OF A LIVESTOCK BUILDING FOR PIG FINISHING, WESTWOOD HOUSE, ETTON - Resolved – the Parish Council had no objection to the application.  
22/19 TO RECEIVE AN UDATE ON THE PLANNING APPLICATIONS AT 106 MAIN STREET AND ST MARY’S LODGE, ETTON – It was noted that East Riding of Yorkshire Council were awaiting updated drawings for both of these applications.  
23/19 DOG FOULING CAMPAIGN – Councillor Gibbs gave an update on the proposed dog fouling campaign, which included a clear up of the village before the campaign period, a newsletter sharing how much waste was collected and from where, an evolving series of anti-fouling signs and a final newsletter highlighting where other waste had been found.  


Resolved – i) That the Parish Council would fully support the campaign ii) that the Clerk would seek advice from ERYC on rules on placing highway signs and that iii) the Clerk would arrange for the Council maintenance provider to place the signs if required.  
24/19  VILLAGE PICNIC 2019 – Resolved – that the Village Picnic would be held on the 15th June 2019 with information provided on the village pond, a dog fouling update and a display of old village photographs.
